St. Dominic
Founder of the Order of the Friars Preach-
ersand Patron of the Dominican Republic
Birthplace: Caleruega, Spain,
August 8

Around 1170, Dominic was born into the
distinguished Guzman family. He studied

theology at Palencia University and owned a |
collection of books, which was very unusual
in the days before printing. But Dominic's concern for the poor was
greater than his need for material possessions, and the selfless young
man sold his rare books to raise funds for the needy.
Dominic was made canon of Osma Cathedral and was later ordained a
priest and lived under the Rule of St. Augustine. A few years later,
Dominic was sent on a diplomatic mission with his bishop, Diego de
Azevedo. Along the way, they passed through Languedoc, in southern
France, and encountered the Albigenses, a heretical group who believed
that all material possessions were evil.
Diego returned to Languedoc to join a group of Cistercians who were
fighting the Albigensian heresy. Because the Cistercians traveled richly
*| with servants and horses, they were having troubl e getting through to the
«| Albigensians. So Dominic and Diego walked, carried no money and
<| begged for food and lodging. The Albigensians responded well to Domi-
.| nic and Diego and their austere lifestyle and listened to them. Order of

«| nuns, preachers and laypeople to live simply and spread the truth. In

In his last years, Dominic's
preachers were spreading the Word throughout Europe.

Have you ever tried to settle a money dis-
pute or an inheritance issue? |nheritance dis-
putes are rarely ever easy to resolve, especially
when the relatives or close associates of the
dead benefactor can’t agree on who should get
what and who should get the most. Why did
Jesus refuse to settle an inheritance dispute
between two brothers? He saw that the heart
of the issue was not justice or fairness but
rather greed and possessiveness.

The ten commandments were summarized
into two prohibitions - do not worship false
idols and do not covet what belongs to another.
It's the flip side of the two great command-
ments - love God and love your neighbor.
Jesus warned the man who wanted half of his
brother’s inheritance to “beware of al covet-
ousness.” To covet is to wish to get wrong-
fully what another possesses or to begrudge
what God has given to another. Jesus restates
the commandment “do not covet”, but he also
states that a person’s life does not consist in
the abundance of his or her possessions.

August of Hippo, a fifth century church fa
ther, comments on Jesus' words to the brother
who wanted more:

Greed wants to divide, just as love desires to
gather. What is the significance of “guard
against all greed,” unless it is “fill yourselves
with love'? We, possessing love for our portion,
inconvenience the Lord because of our brother
just as that man did against his brother, but we
do not use the same plea. He said, “ Master, tell
my brother to divide the inheritance with me.”
We say, “Master, tell my brother that he may
have my inheritance.” [Sermon 265.9]

Jesus reinforces his point with a parable
about a foolish rich man. Why does Jesus call
this wealthy landowner a fool? Jesus does not
fault the rich man for his industriousness and
skill in acquiring wealth, but rather for his ego-
ism and selfishness - it's mine, all mine, and no
one else's. This parable is similar to the parable
of the rich man who refused to give any help to
the beggar Lazarus (Luke 16:19-31). The rich

fool had lost the capacity to be concerned for
others. Hislife was consumed with his posses-
sions and his only interests were in himsdlf.
His death was the final loss of his soul!

In the parable of the rich fool Jesus gives a
lesson on using material possessions. It isin
giving that we receive. Those who are rich
towards God receive ample reward - not only
inthislife - but in eternity as well.

Cyril of Alexandria, a fifth century church
father, comments on Jesus word to be rich
toward God:

It is true that a person’s life is not from
one€'s possessions or because of having an
overabundance. He who isrich toward God is
very blessed and has glorious hope. Who is
he? Evidently, one who does not love wealth
but rather loves virtue, and to whom few things
are sufficient. It is one whose hands is open to
needs of the poor. (Continued to page 2)

In this little parable Jesus probes our heart - where is your treasure?
Treasure has a special connection to the heart, the place of desire and
longing, the place of will and focus. The thing we most set our heart
on isour highest treasure. What do you treasure above all else?

“Lord Jesus, free my heart from all possessiveness and from covet-
ing what belongs to another. May | desire you alone as the one true
treasure worth possessing above all else. Help me to make good use
of the material blessings you give me that | may use them generously
