     What kind of harvest does the Lord want us to 
reap today?  Luke the Evangelist dedicated his life 
to telling others of the good news of Jesus Christ.  
Luke’s account in his Gospel and in the Acts of the 
Apostles emphasizes the mission of Jesus to bring 
the kingdom of God to every corner of the world.  
When Jesus commissioned seventy of his disciples 
to go on mission, he gave them a vision of a great 
harvest for the kingdom of God.  Jesus frequently 
used the image of a harvest to convey the coming 
of God’s reign on earth.  The harvest is the fruition 
of labor and growth - beginning with the sowing of 
seeds, then growth, and finally fruit for the harvest.  
In like manner, the word of God is sown in the 
hearts of receptive men and women who hear his 
word and who accept it with trust and obedience.  
The harvest Jesus had in mind was not only the 
people of Israel, but all the peoples (or nations) of 
the world.  John the Evangelist tells us the “God so 
loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, 
that whoever believes in him shall not perish but 
have eternal life”  (John 3:16) 

     What does Jesus mean when he says his disci-
ples must be “ lambs in the midst of wolves” ?  The 
prophet Isaiah foretold a time when wolves and 

lambs will dwell in peace (Isaiah 11:6 and 65:25).  
This certainly refers to the second coming of Christ 
when all will be united under the Lordship of Jesus 
after he has put down his enemies and established the 
reign of God over the heavens and the earth.  In the 
meantime, the disciples must expect opposition and 
persecution from those who would oppose the gospel.  
Jesus came as our sacrificial lamb to atone for the sin 
of the world.  We, in turn, must be willing to sacrifice 
our lives in humble service of our Lord and Master. 

     What is the significance of Jesus appointing sev-
enty disciples to the ministry of the word?  Seventy 
was a significant number in biblical times.  Moses 
chose seventy elders to help him in the task of leading 
the people through the wilderness.  The Jewish San-
hedrin, the governing council for the nation of Israel, 
was composed of seventy members.  In Jesus’  times 
seventy was held to be the number of nations through-
out the world.  Jesus commissioned the seventy to a 
two-fold task:  to speak in his names and to act with 
his power.  Jesus gave them instructions for how they 
were to carry out their ministry.  They must go and 
serve as people without guile, full of charity and 
peace, and simplicity.  They must give their full atten-
tion to the proclamation of God’s kingdom and not be 

diverted by other lesser things.  They must travel 
light– only take what was essential and leave be-
hind whatever would distract them - in order to 
concentrate on the task of speaking the word of the 
God.  They must do their work, not for what they 
can get out of it, but for what they can give freely 
to others, without expecting reward or repayment.  
“Poverty of spirit”  frees us from greed and preoccu-
pation with possessions and makes ample room for 
God’s provision.  The Lord want his disciples to be 
dependent on him and not on themselves. 

     Why does Jesus tell his disciples to not take joy 
in their own successes, even spiritual ones?  Jesus 
makes clear that the true source of our joy is God, 
and God alone.  Regardless of the circumstances, in 
good times and bad times, in success or loss, God 
always assures us of victory in Jesus Christ.  Jesus 
assures his disciples that he has all power over evil, 
including the power of Satan and the evil spirits or 
fallen  angels who conspire against us.  In fact, that 
is why Jesus came into the world to overthrow the 
evil one (John 12:31).  We, too, as disciples of 
Jesus have been given spiritual authority and power 
for overcoming the works of darkness and evil (1

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St. Mar ia Goretti 
Patroness of the Children of Mary, Youth, 

Victims of Rape and Others 
Birthplace: Corinaldo, Italy 

July 6 
Born in 1890, Maria Goretti was one of five 
children of a poor Italian farm laborer.  
Needed at home, Maria was unable to attend 
school and could neither read nor write.  
Indeed, learning her catechism in preparation 
for her First Holy Communion was a struggle for the determined and 
devout child.  One afternoon, while the rest of her family was out in 
the fields working, young Maria was left to baby-sit her younger sis-
ter.  A 19-year-old neighbor named Alexander who had been “ like a 
brother,”  came to the house and forced Maria inside.  When Maria 
refused to submit, he overpowered her and nearly strangled her.  
Gasping for breath, she told him what he wanted to do was a sin, and 
she would rather die than surrender her chastity.  Enraged, Alexander 
stabbed Maria many times before he left her near death on the floor.  
She was taken to a hospital, where she forgave her attacker and grate-
fully received Holy Communion for the last time.  Maria died, at 
peace, with her mother beside her.  The Power of Forgiveness.  
Alexander was imprisoned and remained unrepentant, until he had a 
vision of a girl who offered him some lilies.  As he took each lily, it 
turned into a white flame.  Interpreting the vision as a sign that Maria 
had forgiven him, Alexander became a model prisoner, and he was 
freed after serving 27 years of his 30-year-sentence.  Upon his release, 
he asked Maria’s mother for forgiveness.  He was present in Rome 
when Pope Pius XII declared Maria a saint in 1950.
